While sailing on the Training Ship 
Texas Clipper, new freshman students complete 
two college courses for  hours of credit.  Typical 
courses available are English, American History, 
Math, Marine Sciences, and Engineering 
Orientation.  In addition to attending class, 
students are responsible for assisting the ship's 
crew in standing deck watch, engine watch, 
galley duty, and general maintenance of the ship.  
Past ports of call have taken the ship to Europe, 
South America, through the Panama Canal, and 
the Eastern Seaboard of the United States.
